1. Introductions

The following Advisory Committee members participated in the conference call:

2. 2008 Pro-Rata

a. $8,429,238 million in BOSCOC pro-rata

b. Renewal Burden – approximately $5.4 - $5.8 million.

· Slightly higher pro-rata this year as compared to past few years

· BOSCOC has 45 SHP projects for renewal this year, and 8 S+C renewals

3. Update on major changes to HUD’s CoC Application

· COHHIO is trying to send out as much information on listserv as possible

a. Electronic submission

· HUD sent guidelines out to determine who will be lead agency for CoC – ODOD looks like it will be lead agency

· ESNAPS may allow access to upload information to multiple persons to enter data

b. Samaritan Bonus (multiple projects)

· New this year, the Samaritan Bonus can be obtained by combining multiple projects together

c. Family Rapid Re-Housing Demonstration Program

· There will be a Family Rapid Re-Housing Demonstration Program – no information on type of project that HUD is looking for at this time – will need to await NOFA 

· There was some discussion about which communities may have the capacity to pursue this demonstration program and implement a project – participants determined it was too early to make suggestions about communities/agencies that should be approached about this without further information on program design, funding, etc. 

· When more information is released, COHHIO will research rapid re-housing models as necessary and provide information to communities to assist in project design and applications 

4. 2008 Timeline

a. July 1, 2008 Application Release

· The SuperNOFA will not be released before 7/1/08, but we are unsure about an exact date

· COHHIO/OHCP will hold an application training within 10 days of its release

b. Unknown Submission Date

· Will need to build in additional time for lead entity to process data and submit the CoC application, since this is a new process this year

5. Notice of Intent to Apply – New in 2008

a. New Projects 

· Only organizations thinking of including NEW project applications need to complete and submit the NIA

b. Due 6/2/08

· Erica sent the NIA to the BOSCOC listserv and put an announcement in the COHHIO Newsletter. It is also posted on COHHIO’s website. The Steering Committee decided to use this process this year since we have an extended time period to secure information on what projects are requesting funding. The Committee also felt this would be a helpful way to secure information about new projects (similar to RFP) – assess capacity, weight of new projects, and look at future programs in planful way

· Completed NIAs are due 5:00 p.m. on June 2nd – will have response back to communities/organizations on July 1, 2008

6. Leverage Training

a. Friday, May 30th
· COHHIO will hold a training on leverage on 5/30/08 – and planning, at this time, to utilize a web-based program. Training details and time to be determined.

· Jonda explained that there appears to be a need for CoC’s to learn more about what are eligible leverage funding sources and how leverage and match can be utilized for different programs

7. 2008 Renewals

a. Reducing Supportive Services funding request/budget

b. Grant extensions

· Bob and Scott explained that Steering Cte members are trying to increase housing burden and decrease supportive service burden – this is a critical change necessary to increase the competitiveness of the BOSCOC in the CoC application process 

· Bob and Scott, with support from Bill Graves, ODOD, worked with 9 BOSCOC projects to request 1-year extensions of their HUD grants. These 9 projects represent the most supportive services heavy projects of the 2008 renewals and postponing their renewals would provide a savings of $860,098 on the 2008 renewal burden. The following agencies requested extensions: Family Violence Prevention of Greene County (2 projects); Family and Community Services of Portage County (2 projects); Family Abuse Shelter of Miami County; Jefferson County Supportive Services Only; Project Woman Transitional Housing; St. Vincent DePaul Permanent Supportive Housing; Wooster Interfaith 

· HUD may not grant the extensions – ODOD was notified the end of April  that staff in the Columbus HUD field office contacted HQ in DC for approval and that there has been no response. OHCP and HUD Columbus field office staff are unsure what this means. 

· Columbus HUD field office staff did not feel that it looked good that DC has not responded

· One agency was been notified that their request for an extension was not approved at this time, however Columbus HUD staff indicated that they do not consider this to be a final/formal response at this time 

· The LOCCS would be open sometime before the application is released and we may be able to request the extensions at that time

· It appears that there are 4+ new Shelter Plus Care applications being submitted for possible inclusion in the 2008 HUD CoC application and possible other SHP projects.

· Steering committee needs to continue to monitor the outcomes; look at how we can improve the overall strength of the BOSCOC application.  

The Steering Committee will be in touch with Advisory Committee once additional information is released.
