Exhibit 2 of the electronic 2008 Continuum of Care (CoC) Homeless Assistance Application in e-snaps should be used for new and renewal projects for the Supportive Housing and Shelter Plus Care Programs, and for new projects under the Section 8 Moderate Rehabilitation Single Room Occupancy Program.  Before starting the Application, refer to the 2008 Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA), as well as the training modules and reference materials available online at: www.hudhre.info/esnaps.   
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Identify the program type and component type for each project:

Supportive Housing Program Type 

The SHP provides funding to promote the development of housing and supportive services to assist homeless persons in the transition from the streets and shelters to permanent housing and self-sufficiency.  SHP applicants must select the component type for each new or renewal project in the 2007 Application process.  The following chart represents the different components in the SHP program.  For new projects, this chart will help determine which component best fits the proposed program.  Renewal projects must select the component type based on the previous grant award, as amended.

Indicate whether or not the project is located in a rural area:

Indicate whether or not the project is re-using a BRAC facility:

“BRAC” is an acronym that stands for Base Realignment and Closure.  It is the congressionally authorized process the US Department of Defense has previously used to reorganize its base structure to more efficiently and effectively support our military forces, increase operational readiness and facilitate new ways of doing business.  The surplus property is then made available for re-use by the local community.  Indicate whether or not the project is re-using a BRAC facility to serve homeless persons. 

Provide a description of the project: 

All project descriptions must meet all requirements as specified in the NOFA.  In addition, there are new instructions for the SHP Rapid Re-housing and Safe Haven (SH) projects. 

If applying for the Rapid Re-housing Demonstration project, make sure to discuss the number of families to be served within the range of the subsidy being offered in the program (either 3-6 or 12-15 months) as described in the NOFA. 
If applying for a Safe Haven project, note that safe havens will no longer be classified as Transitional Housing (SH-TH) or Permanent Housing (SH-PH). Grantees will have an opportunity through this NOFA to change the classification of their project without a grant amendment. Each project that is currently designated as either a SH-TH or SH-PH will, in the 2008 application, identify itself as TH, PH, or SH.  All SH projects must meet the characteristics as described in the NOFA.
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Identify the grant term for each project:

Identify the number of years for which funding is being requested for the project.  

Eligible grant terms under the Supportive Housing Program (SHP)

New SHP project applicants may request funding for two or three years, except that HMIS projects and new projects created under the Hold Harmless Need reallocation process may request funding for one, two or three years.  SHP renewal project applicants may request funding for one, two or three years.

In addition, Rapid Re-Housing demonstration projects can only request funding for a three-year grant term.

For new projects with funding for acquisition, rehabilitation or new construction, the grant term will be the two or three years, plus the time to acquire the property, complete construction activities and begin operating the project, which can be no longer than 39 months (for the full requirements of the timeliness standards refer to the 2008 NOFA, for the Continuum of Care Homeless Assistance Competition).

Eligible grant terms under the Shelter Plus Care (S+C) Program 

New S+C project applicants may request funding for five years, or ten years when the proposed property will require rehabilitation.  S+C renewal project applicants may only request funding for one year.


Eligible grant terms under the Section 8 Moderate Rehabilitation SRO Program 

New Section 8 SRO project applicants may request funding for ten years.  Section 8 SRO renewal projects are not a part of this Application process.

Housing Type and Scale










The information entered into the Housing Type and Scale screen should record the number of units, and number of beds and bedrooms for each housing type (see list below) in the project.  For each housing type in the project, enter the number of units, beds, and bedrooms that will be used to house the participants, at a point-in-time (a given night).  This screen has been slightly modified since last year’s application.  Review the definitions below and ensure that information is entered for each housing type in the project.  HUD expects the numbers reported on this screen to be achieved if the project is funded.   
Select the appropriate housing type from the drop-down box:

To enter information for multiple housing types, enter information for the first housing type and then select “Save & Add Another” at the bottom of the screen.
· Barracks.  Individual or family sleeps in a large room with multiple beds.  Also includes mass shelters which are traditionally used in the Emergency Shelter Grants program. 

· Dormitory, shared or private rooms.  Individuals or families share sleeping rooms or have private rooms; persons share a common kitchen, common bathrooms, or both.

· Shared housing.  Up to 8 individuals or 4 families share a self-contained housing unit.

· Single Room Occupancy (SRO) units.  Each individual has private sleeping/living room with private kitchen and/or bath.

· Clustered apartments.  Each individual or family has a self-contained  housing unit located within a building or complex that houses both persons with special needs—e.g., homeless or formerly homeless persons, persons with substance abuse problems, persons with mental illness, or  persons with AIDS/HIV—and persons without any special needs.

· Scattered-site apartments (including efficiencies).  Each individual or family has a self-contained apartment that is dispersed throughout the community.

· Single family homes/townhouses/duplexes.  Each individual or family has a self-contained, single family home/townhouse/duplex that is dispersed throughout the community.

Indicate number of units, beds, and bedrooms each housing type in the project:

Report the beds, bedrooms, and units available at a point-in-time in the selected housing type and used for housing project participants.

· Units: Enter the total number of units available at a point-in-time in the selected housing type and used for housing project participants.
· Beds: Enter the total number of beds available at a point-in-time in the selected housing type and used for housing project participants.

· Bedrooms: Enter the total number of bedrooms available at a point-in-time in the selected housing type and used for housing project participants.

HUD needs this information in these charts to respond to public and Congressional inquiries about program benefits.  Responses will also be used to measure compliance with the requirements that no less than 10 percent of the funds awarded are for projects predominantly serving individuals experiencing chronic homelessness.  A project defined as one predominantly serving the chronically homeless is one in which at least 70 percent of the persons served meet HUD’s definition of chronic homelessness.  The continuum’s Samaritan Housing projects must serve 100 percent chronically homeless persons in order to receive the permanent housing bonus funds.
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
