NOTICE OF INTENT TO APPLY

2008 CoC APPLICATION – BOSCOC NEW PROJECTS
INTRODUCTION
Over the last few years, significant changes have been made to HUD’s Continuum of Care (CoC) application process. Some changes have included placing increasing emphasis on housing activities over services, and prioritizing projects that serve the chronically homeless. Additionally, with each passing year, applying for HUD funding becomes more competitive. Even greater changes have been announced for the 2008 CoC application process, including the introduction of a revised application submission timeline that pushes all deadlines back, and mandatory electronic submission of all application materials. 

Because of these changes and the increasingly competitive nature of the application process, the Balance of State Continuum of Care (BOSCOC) Steering Committee decided to implement a formal Notice of Intent to Apply process for local CoC’s interested in including new projects in the BOSCOC 2008 application. The purpose of this process is to clearly layout BOSCOC application plans, collect as much information as possible about potential new projects, and make decisions about the inclusion of new projects in a more strategic way that benefits the entire BOSCOC.

2008 NOTICE OF INTENT TO APPLY PROCESS SUMMARY
Any organization that plans, as a member of their local CoC, to submit an application for a new project in the 2008 HUD CoC application must submit all information requested in the attached Notice of Intent to Apply (NIA) document within the identified timeline. The BOSCOC Advisory Committee, with input from the Steering Committee, will review the NIAs and make the final decision about which new projects to include in the application. All potential applicants will be notified of this decision by July 1, 2008, which should be prior to the release of the 2008 SuperNOFA in July.

Who Should Submit a Notice of Intent to Apply

Any organization thinking about submitting a new project application as part of the 2008 HUD CoC application process should complete and submit an NIA.

As in previous years, the BOSCOC Steering and Advisory Committees will continue to place emphasis on permanent housing, particularly Shelter Plus Care projects. For 2008, the BOSCOC will consider inclusion of new Shelter Plus Care (S+C) projects AND new Supportive Housing Projects (SHP).

Official notice of inclusion in the 2008 HUD CoC application will be made by July 1, 2008.
